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Introduction

The following lists introduce grammatical forms in the seven Catholic (universal) Epistles (1-3
John, James, Jude, and 1-2 Peter) in frequency order. Students who learn these patterns will
establish a firm foundation for learning additional grammatical forms by reading the original text
of the Greek New Testament.

Students who wish to make use of frequency lists of grammatical forms in each of the Catholic
Epistles, along with a simple translation, grammatical description, lexical form, conjugation /
declension form, paradigm type, and paradigm endings for each word in the text, should see:
