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Introduction

Students of Biblical Greek should commit to memory phrases as well as words and grammatical
forms. By doing so, they will engage with the language as a means of communication and facilitate
their progress toward the goal of fluency. The following Greek-English Parallel-Text Holy Rosary
is ideal for this purpose.
